The NFPA 2012 Joint Conference will be held April 20-23 in Nashville Tennessee.  The Conference will kick off with Regulation, followed by Leadership and the Paralegal Certification Ambassadors Conference.  Here is what you can expect from the Conference:

Regulation will be held on Friday, April 20, 2012.  We are still sourcing a speaker to address becoming your own lobbyist, but the other seminars are finalized.  You will hear from the Executive Director and Assistant Director from the North Carolina Certified Paralegal Program discussing the history of the program and its operations today.  In addition, we will have a topic comparing the regulation of nonlawyers such as legal document preparers vs. paralegals, a panel discussion on statewide alliances and how they can help or hinder attempts at regulation, and a workshop on legislation/proposal drafting. 


The Leadership Conference portion of the NFPA Joint Conference will be held on Saturday, April 21, 2012.  The Leadership Conference is designed to help local leaders deal with day to day operations.  The conference will include topics such as Developing Your Own Leadership Style, Effective Communication Skills for Leaders, and Motivating and Shaping Leaders in Your Association. The Paralegal Certification Ambassadors Conference (formerly known as the PACE Ambassadors Conference) will be held on April 22 and 23, 2012.  Topics currently pending for this one and a half day conference include:  PCC Exam Updates, PACE Exam Updates, how to form and keep study groups going, innovative study aids, renewal questions, how to budget PCC and PACE overview seminars, how to reach out to members of the legal community and test day strategies


Attendees will leave this conference with a wealth of information regarding how to best promote PCC and PACE to paralegals, attorneys, local bar associations and courts, such as sample newsletter articles, homework assignments for study groups, and how to acknowledge your association CRP’s and RP’s.
